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FOR SMALL TOWN SOUTH RIDING, VA, CHARITY STILL BEGINS AT HOME
Community Residents and Businesses Rally to Raise Funds for Two Local Families
(South Riding, VIRGINIA) – The 5th Annual Paul Joseph McCarty Golf Tournament, sponsored by the Cormac Finn McCarty Foundation, will take place on Saturday, June 19, 2010, at the South Riding Golf Club in South Riding, Virginia.   With over 125 golfers registered to play, the tournament is expected to raise approximately $60,000 for South Riding families.  
In 2002, Paul Joseph McCarty was killed in a car accident when his only son, Cormac “Finn” McCarty, was only ten weeks old.  Friends and neighbors rallied around his wife Susan and held a golf tournament to honor him and establish a scholarship fund for Finn.  Since then, Susan has been “paying it forward” by establishing a foundation and hosting an annual golf tournament to benefit South Riding families affected by the loss of a family member.
The entirety of all money raised during this year’s tournament will go to the families of two local men, Ingo Rodriguez and Les Croney, who both recently lost their battles with lung cancer.  Both men were without life insurance and each family was left with many unpaid medical bills.  “Our hope is to help them pay off bills, establish college funds for the five children left behind and let them know how many people in their community care,” said Susan McCarty McCormick, President of the Cormac Finn McCarty Foundation.
A large number of South Riding-based and surrounding area businesses are supporting the tournament this year with financial contributions or donations of goods and services.  Corporate donors include Bloom, Moe’s, Bach to Rock, Walmart, American Cancer Society,  Pohanka Lexus & Chevrolet, Virginia Tire & Auto of South Riding, Allegra Print & Imaging, Cassel’s Sports & Awards and Domino’s Pizza.  The tournament’s major corporate sponsors this year are Intelligent Decisions and ENEXDI .
“As the old adage goes, ‘it takes a village to raise a child,’” says McCarty McCormick.  “This couldn’t be more true in South Riding.  When I lost my husband, I was overwhelmed by the support I received from this community.  The residents and business community of South Riding genuinely care about one another – even complete strangers – and they are committed to the well being of their neighbors.”  
The most recent tournament supported the Brian Reed family, who in 2006, lost their husband and father to a rare form of brain cancer called Cushing’s Syndrome.  Tournament participants and other resulting donations to the Cormac Finn McCarty Foundation raised over $50,000, enough funds for Brian’s wife, Erin, to pay off some medical bills and start education funds for their two young children.
“The phrase ‘pay it forward’ clearly comes to mind here,” explains McCarty McCormick. “The tournament is an opportunity to look beyond your own problems and into the lives of other people and figure out if there is a way to help them.  For me it is a hopeful way to approach life.  That’s why at every tournament you’ll always see the previous years’ recipients playing an active role.  We’ve become a big family.”  
Registration for the tournament begins at 11:30 a.m. at the South Riding Golf Course clubhouse, on Golf View Drive in South Riding, Virginia.  The day begins with a charity boot camp class at 8:30AM and tournament play begins at 1 PM with a shotgun start.  A dinner and awards ceremony will follow along with a silent auction featuring high-end products and services donated from local businesses and generous neighbors and friends. The event will wrap up with an outdoor concert headlined by up and coming recording artists Kyle Patrick and Jesse Rubin.  All proceeds from the PJM Tournament events will benefit the Croney and Rodriquez families.
